For this recent project at Lake Gaston, our goal was to create a space
that felt refreshed, relaxed, and beautifully cohesive. The design direction

centered on a transitional style that blends classic elements with a softer, more
casual aesthetic.

 
We guided the homeowners through a thoughtful selection of key finishes and

furnishings, including lighting, tile, paint colors, furniture, rugs, art, and decorative
accessories. Each layer was carefully chosen to create a home that feels

elevated yet comfortable for everyday living and entertaining.
 

The color palette draws inspiration from the natural surroundings of the lake,
incorporating soft blues and gentle grays that bring a sense of calm and balance
to the interiors.
