Any food items sent to camp will be discarded.

Package Size Limit
Due to limited storage space, we can only accept packages that are:

e Medium USPS Flat Rate Box size or smaller
e Approximately 11" x 8.5" x 5.5"

All packages and large envelopes will be opened in the presence of a staff
member when picked up from the camp office.
